These tables detail progression at the lower level of the qualification to each available
graded result at the higher level of the qualification. Progression from an ungraded to
graded National Qualification is only considered for National 4 to National 5, given that
such qualifications were designed to be in a hierarchy and related further by the
Recognising Positive Achievement arrangements. During the-duahing years where the
new National Qualifications were available alongside the previous qualifications (Standard
Grades, Intermediates, previous Higher and previous Advanced Higher), a number of
progression pathways were possible.

In most instances, only subjects with a direct (intended by design) progression route are
included. Typically, these progression routes will now involve a qualification at consecutive
levels with the same qualification code. A small number of alternative subject progression
routes are considered where the number of learners involved is moderate or high, and/or no
direct progression is available betwe&CQHevels (e.gLifeskillsMathematics is not

Paper One d Analysis of Media Content

This paper is broken down into two sections. A section for which the students will have studied
range of media in class and a section analysing unseen media content.

Section 1: analysis of media content in context (40 marks). Candidates answer questions on
relevant key aspects of media literacy. Candidates must be familiar with the seven key aspects
of Media (language, representation, categories, narrative, audience, institutions, society) and
able to integrate their analysis of the Media that they have studied in relation to these key
aspects. Students will usually study a range of films from the same genre or Director in class in
order to answer this section.

Section 2: analysis of unseen media texts (10 marks). Candidates choose one pair of print texts
from the three pairs provided in the question paper. They choose from film posters,
advertisements or magazine front covers. They must apply their understanding of the media
key aspects to their analysis of their chosen pair of texts and compare their similarities and
differences. Students are prepared for this by looking at the features of film posters and
advertisements and their intended effect on the audience.

Paper Two & Role of the Media

This gquestion paper assesses candidatesd a
analysing the role of media in society. There will be one question in this section that focuses on
the mediads purpose of profit, promotion a
by exploring the role of the media through a range of moving images and print media in class.
For example, they may look at the representation of women in advertising.

Assignment

The assignment is the studentods opportunit
by creating their own piece of media, usually a short film or trailer for their own film. The
assignment has two sections: section 1: planning (30 marks) and section 2: development (30
marks). The students create a portfolio of writing that sets out their objectives for their media
assignment, make the piece and then evaluate it. All of this is submitted for external assessmel
to the SQA
